RULES OF PLAY

1. USGA rules and the tournament rules noted below apply at all times.  If there is a question or dispute, you must play a second identifiable ball.  The club Pro or his representative will make the final determination.  Players should mark their ball for identification purposes. (Rule 6-5)

2. TEE PLACEMENT:  GREEN – HDCP ALLOWANCE:   90% of index – teams with handicaps that differ more than 8 strokes will play at 80% handicap
3. CART PATH:  90 degrees or Cart Path Only depending on weather
4. WHILE ON THE COURSE:

a. All water and drainage ditches - are considered lateral hazards and should be played as such (Rules 26-1 & Rule 26-2)

b. Moving the ball – The ball may not be moved unless the Competition Committee declares that “preferred lies” (mark, lift, clean and place) will apply because of course conditions.

c. Embedded ball – A ball embedded in its own pitch mark may be lifted, cleaned and dropped without penalty through the green. (tournament/local rule)

d. Stones in bunker – Stones in bunkers are moveable obstruction and may be removed. (tournament/local rule)

e. Distance measuring devices – A player may obtain distance information by using a device that measures distance only. (tournament/local rule)

f. Playing from a hazard – You may not ground your club nor remove loose impediments while in a hazard (Rule 13-4).  You may not touch your ball in a hazard, except to identify it.  Before lifting a ball to identify it, you must tell your intention to a fellow competitor and give him an opportunity to observe the lifting and replacement of the ball (Rule 12-2).

g. Ball must be holed – There will be no gimmees.

5. SCORING:

a. Record the team net best ball on each hole, tally score for each 9 holes completed (front & back) and total net score for 18 holes.
b. At conclusion of play, the two scorecards from each foursome must be reconciled, attested, and verified.  Cards must be turned in to the Club Pro or his representative at the Scorers Table.
6. TIES: The tie breaking procedure shall be a match of cards in accordance with the USGA method; i.e. last 9, last 6, last 3, last hole, #1 hdcp, #2 hdcp, etc.

7. ETIQUETTE:  In consideration of other players, please practice the rules of proper golfing etiquette but PLAY READY GOLF.  Five minutes maximum is permitted when searching for balls.  All players should watch every tee shot.  AVOID SLOW PLAY!!!
8. SCORE POSTING:  The course will play at approximately 5977 yards, has a course rating of 68.7 and a slope of 121.  When you post today’s score use the GREEN tee designation.  We remind you that failure to post your score from today’s round in a timely manner will make you ineligible to compete in either of the two MISGA State Final Championship Tournaments in 2009.
